Freedom of Speech Article
Just before Spring Break a group of 100 students went on a field trip to the movie theater. The students are sitting down watching a movie when suddenly someone stands up and yells “FIRE!”  During the excitement a student is pushed to the floor and trampled over as the crowd rushes to get through the doors.  Once everyone is outside of the theater they realize that there was no fire.
1. How do you feel about this incident?	
2. Does a person have the right to yell false information that may result in the harm of others? Explain.
3. Choose a position
a. The person who yelled “FIRE!” should be protected by the freedom of speech act.
b. The welfare of the group should be considered when one is speaking and the freedom of speech act should not protect the person who yelled “FIRE!”
4. Write a persuasive article defending the position as to whether there should be a consequence to the person’s actions or should they be protected by the Right to Freedom of Speech.
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
