· Alexander the Great conquered Persian Empire and had a vast empire where he spread Greek culture. 
· Ancient Rome – located on Italian Peninsula; create a Republic – citizens vote for representatives called patricians/plebians; Julius Caesar rises to power/is assassinated; Augustus rises to power and Roman Empire begins; belief in many gods; aqueducts to irrigate land;
· Constantine captures Roman Empire capital moved to Constantinople; Byzantine Empire forms from here.  Roman Empire divided into Eastern Orthodox and Roman Catholic.
· Roman Empire falls and the Roman Catholic Church rises to power during the Middle Ages;
· Byzantine Empire ruled by Justinian; known for Justinian’s Code;
· Germanic tribes break up the Roman Empire and the Middle Ages begin.
· Middle Ages are a time of seclusion.  Feudalism is the economic system on manors (lords, vassals, knights, peasants);
· Charlemagne reunited Western Europe; 
· Church all powerful during the Middle Ages; Gothic cathedrals built; Muslims take over Jerusalem and the Crusades are fought; Kings begin to come to power with the death of vassals in the crusades;
· Crusades open doors for Europeans to see what is out there. 
· The Renaissance begins in Italy; Reformation in Germany with Martin Luther.
· China ruled by dynasties – a series of rulers from the same family; 
· The Silk Road was a long chain of connecting trade routes across Central Asia; trade between China and the Middle East; 
· Mongols conquer China; Marco Polo comes from Venice along the Silk Road and returns to Europe with descriptions of China; 
· Medieval Japan – Japan an archipelago; Feudalism takes place in Japan – with Samurai warriors protecting the wealthy nobles; shogun leaders; 
· Golden ages were different times in history where learning takes place; an increase of knowledge in Science and math during this time period.
· European Exploration begins with a search for a trade route to China; 
·  Prince Henry the navigator led to Portuguese Exploration; explored African Coast and mapped it out; Dias sails to south African tip; Da Gama sailed around Cape of Good Hope and made it to India; Columbus heads west and discovers new world for Spain.
· Magellan credited for 1st trip around the world; but he died in the Philippines.
