



                    Creating a Meaux and Leroy Timeline

Read the passage below and list ten dates and events in the table below. Then create a timeline in with the Timeliner Program.
Meaux is a community northwest of Abbeville.  It is located in Vermilion Parish. When it began many years ago, Cattleman Joseph Harrington’s family stated that around 1847 he began driving herds of cattle through the area. 
In 1919, the community residents proposed that they be consolidated into one central school in the Millington area.

On Feb. 24, 1919, Muriel Daisy Meaux and his wife, Odelia Broussard donated 1½ acres for the new school. This was when the community was named for them. 

The Church of Our Lady of Perpetual Help was established in Leroy in 1922. 

Many terrible things happened through the years. In 1917 World War 1 began.  World War II began in 1941. The Korean War began in 1950.  The Vietnam War began in 1965 and in 1991 men fought in the Gulf War and many have served since the September 11, 2001 terrorist attacks. The Meaux and Leroy areas had many floods, fires and hurricanes too.

North Vermilion opened in 1980. In 1994, Meaux Elementary experienced a fire and in 1995 the new school opened.  
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
